Overall Evaluation:

The educational part of the ATHENS course did not meet my expectations. First two days were just about terminology and history of philosophy. We almost did not discuss the R&D problematics.
I would like to have more “practical” sessions, for example excursions. We were in a foreign country but still just “in the building”. 

Course was quite demanding – two tests and a project. This course was only for a week and we also wanted to explore the city and the culture, instead, we had to study for two tests and also prepare for the presentation.

There were two tests – on Wednesday and Friday. You get points from the tests and also from animation of the discussion on specific topic. I do not get why we had to write two tests, especially the first one on Wednesday, when every day but Thursday, there was a program (Thursday was a free day for studying for the expected next day tests). The tests were not easy at all, you really had to study for it. Discussions were the best part (but only if the topic is close to you). I also regret that the professor did not join the discussions. I would like to hear his opinion.
