Additionally, due to the intensity of the daily schedule, I struggled to dedicate more time in the evenings to practice integrals.
Positive Aspects of the Course:
I greatly appreciate the effort and energy the teachers put into the course. It was a very interesting introduction to Complex Analysis and an opportunity to practice proof techniques. I enjoyed both the theoretical lectures and the workshops. The flexibility to choose workshop groups and topics was great. Also, both teachers had very good level of English.
Spare time:
Mostly sightseeing in Lating quarter, Louvre or Montmarte, due to rain and snow we were once tried bouldering but it is quite expensive as for only 1 entrance. There was a little bit of social program organised by the school, e.g. three events: Welcome session at Saturday with tea party, Octobuff and Beertalk. The Welcoming session was a quick introduction of the school and the Tea party was the first chance to meet other students from the exchange program. Since then, there was a Whatsapp group discussing trips during all week. Beertalk was unfortunately cancelled due but the students met in other place.
