Transport:

We arrived in Istanbul by air through Lufthansa Airlines with one layover in Frankfurt. The ticket price, including a carry-on bag, was 4500 CZK. It could have been cheaper; however, the tickets were purchased with little advance notice due to a delay in organizing Athensnetwork in selecting your destination.
From the airport, you can take the metro to the city center with just one transfer. Due to the airport's location, the journey takes nearly an hour. Another alternative is a taxi, which cost approximately 800 CZK. For transportation around Istanbul, you only need to purchase their "Istanbulcard," which is like a travel pass where you load money onto it, and it deducts 17.7 TRY for each ride. The exchange rate for CZK/TRY was 0.72.
Accommodation:
We arranged our accommodation in the form of an apartment booked through Airbnb. Cheap hostels/hotels with breakfast are also available. It depends on individual preferences. We stayed at Taksim Square, which is right in the heart of the European part of Istanbul. It took us about 20 minutes to commute to school via the metro.
Food/meals:

Breakfast was typically sorted by purchasing items from a bakery on the way to school. We had lunches at the school cafeteria for 60 TRY. Dinners mainly consisted of kebabs and local specialties.
Amount of the scholarship: 10 600 Kč
The received scholarship covered 50% of my expenses.

Percentages are very approximate; one can live very modestly.
Course organisation: 
The course organization was occasionally somewhat chaotic. Local Turks have an issue with time, so arranging to meet somewhere at a specific time wasn't realistic. The communication in the WhatsApp group, where our questions were addressed, was also challenging. However, overall, I rate the organization positively.
Free time:
Outside of school, you have plenty of free time here. We utilized this time to explore the city. Istanbul offers truly beautiful tourist spots. However, there are pitfalls awaiting you here in the form of various scammers and prices targeted towards Europeans.
Reviews:
Overall, I rate the course positively, primarily due to the classmates I met. On the first day, right after school, we immediately set out to explore the beauties of Istanbul. As a student of analytical chemistry, the course on electromagnetism wasn't particularly beneficial for me, but at least I learned a few new and useful pieces of information. I highly recommend Athens.
